The wheels (41)
bounced over some rocks and went into the river with a splash. Molly (54)
glanced at her mother, who was pale with fear under her bonnet and holding (68)
onto the wagon seat with both hands. (75)
    Molly looked down at the rippling river water that came halfway up (87)
the wheels. Hope, Molly's littlest sister, was holding onto her arm and trying (100)
to look down, too. She was clutching her rag doll. (110)
    They were now at the middle of the river. The mules were jerking and (124)
rolling their eyes as the current tugged at them. Molly's father was shouting (137)
at the mules over the big booming sound the river made. (148)
    She saw a flash of color as something fell out of the wagon. Even as it (164)
splashed into the bright river, the current whirled it away. Hope screamed, (176)
"My doll!" (178)
    Molly had to grab both of Hope's shoulders to keep her from throwing (191)
herself into the river after it. After that for a long time she felt sad about the (208)
rag doll, whirled away on a nameless river on the way to Oregon. (221)
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Living in Space

    Did you ever think about how an astronaut sleeps and eats in space? (13)
They get to choose from various foods what they want to eat. These meals (27)
are planned months before they leave to go into space. They also practice in (41)
machines that feel like space. These machines help them see what it is like to (56)
eat, sleep and move around in space. (63)
    Astronauts get three meals a day plus snacks when they are in space. (76)
A spacecraft delivers food, fresh fruit and water every three months. The (88)
food comes in foil and in cans. There are ovens in space so that they can heat (105)
up their food if they need to. They must write down everything they eat so (120)
the nutritionist in mission control can tell them if they are eating enough (133)
calories a day or if they need to change their diet. (144)
    Sleeping in space is not the same because everything floats. Sleeping (155)
bags need to be hooked onto something inside the space shuttle so when they (169)
are asleep in them they don't bump into things. Astronauts usually sleep in (182)
small cabins. They can sleep, listen to music, read or use a laptop in these (197)
small cabins. The cabin also has a desk, a shelf and a lamp for their (212)
convenience. They get about eight hours of sleep. It is hard to know when it (227)
is time to sleep because there are so many sunrises and sunsets in one day. (242)
An alarm clock or music from mission control on Earth wakes them up when (256)
it is time for work. (261)
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Skating

    Where Maria lived when she was small, some kids knew how to ice (13)
skate, and some didn't, and it didn't seem to matter. The skating kids had fun, (28)
and the other kids had fun, too. (35)
    When Maria moved to Canada, everyone knew how to skate! All the (47)
parks had rinks in the winter, and Maria saw people carrying their skates (60)
everywhere in bags or by their laces. Some people had rinks in their (73)
backyards! Maria decided it was time for her to learn how to skate. (86)
    Her mom bought her some skates and took her to the neighborhood (98)
rink. She saw grandparents, school kids, teenagers, and even toddlers gliding (109)
around the ice effortlessly. Her mom helped her put her skates on and laced (123)
up her own pair. Then, they stepped into the rink together. (134)
    It was not easy! Every time she moved, her feet slid out in front of (149)
her, making her fall on her bottom. Sometimes her feet slid out behind, (162)
making her fall on her hands and knees. The ice wasn't just cold; it was hard! (178)
Her mom couldn't hold her up, because she didn't know how to skate either. (192)
When they got home, Maria threw away her skates and said she never (205)
wanted to skate again. (209)
    But her mom secretly kept the skates. The next winter, she adjusted (221)
them to fit Maria's feet, and they went to the arena to try again. Now Maria (237)
found she could stand on the blades without falling. If she shuffled her feet, (251)
she could move without falling. It was almost fun! (260)
    Each time Maria went skating, she got better. Now, she skates very (272)
well. She can even skate backward. (278)
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To Spit or Not to Spit

    In most parts of the world, spitting is considered to be rude. In the (14)
United States, spitting in public is considered both rude and vulgar. And (26)
spitting at another person is against the law. (34)
    Our mouths are full of spit. Without it, we would have a hard time (48)
talking. And we would find it very difficult to swallow. (58)
    Our bodies produce two kinds of spit. Saliva, which is clear and thin, (71)
is produced by our mouths all day long. Saliva is mostly water with enzymes (85)
and other chemicals mixed in. Saliva keeps our mouths moist, softens our (97)
food while we chew, and helps with digestion. (105)
    The other spit we produce is a kind of mucus. This thicker liquid is (119)
produced by the membranes of the respiratory passages. (127)
    When you have an illness, spitting is considered okay. A severe (138)
allergy or a bad cold can make your mucus membranes work harder. Some (151)
of that mucus may drip into your throat. So if you're on the verge of (166)
choking, you may want to spit out that phlegm. (175)
    But don't worry. Swallowing your own mucus won't hurt you. And it (187)
won't make your illness any worse. It's highly unlikely that any harmful (199)
germs could survive the acids in your stomach. (207)
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Red Barns

    Driving down a country road, you are bound to see at least one large, (14)
red barn. Barns are useful on farms because they can house animals and (27)
equipment. But why are barns red instead of some other color? (38)
    For centuries barns were made only out of wood. Wood is a great (51)
material to construct barns with because it is sturdy. It is also widely (64)
available and can be cut to size. However, wood can have problems, too. For (78)
example, wood can rot due to mold, fungus, or other small organisms. (90)
    So, farmers would need to protect their wood barns. (99)
    The main way to protect the wood of a barn was to paint it. However, (114)
the type of latex paint that you can buy in stores has only existed for about (130)
eighty years. Prior to that, people used oil and oil - based paint to seal the wood. (146)
The oil that farmers used is called linseed oil which is made from flax seed. (161)
Linseed oil has an orange tint to it. Farmers would add rust to the linseed oil. (177)
    Rust on metal can be a bad thing. It can corrode and ruin the metal. (192)
However, when mixed with the linseed oil and applied as paint, it can (205)
protect the wood. Rust will kill any mold or fungus growing on the wood. (219)
Thus, the red color on barns was traditionally from rust. (229)
    Nowadays you can see many barns made of a variety of materials. (241)
Many large sheds are made out of metal. But often barns are still red because (256)
of the tradition of painting with rust. (263)
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Maple Taffy

    Every spring, Marina's family made maple syrup and maple taffy. (10)
When the sap ran in the maple trees in their yard, Marina's family tapped (24)
them and cooked the sap over a fire to make syrup. Then they would make (39)
the delicious taffy. Marina's mouth watered every time she thought about it! (51)
    They had to wait until the temperatures were above freezing during (62)
the day, but well below freezing at night. Then the sap was rising, and the (77)
time was right. (80)
    The trees in their yard were large. Marina's dad drilled three holes in (93)
each trunk, and Marina used a small hammer to tap a metal spout into each (108)
hole. Then they hung buckets on the spouts and waited for the sap to fill (123)
them. Drip, drip, drop! (127)
    Mom got out their sugaring pot, and Dad cleaned the ashes out of the (141)
outdoor fire pit. They collected kindling and firewood, and set up a grate to (155)
hold the pot. (158)
    The sap in the buckets looked like water. They poured it into the (171)
sugaring pot over the fire and brought it to a boil. The sap bubbled and (186)
rolled, and great puffs of steam billowed out of the pot. It took a long time to (203)
cook down! (205)
    When the syrup was almost done, it was time for the best part of (219)
sugaring: maple taffy! Mom put a small amount in a pan and cooked it (233)
inside the kitchen on the stove. Marina filled a baking dish with clean snow. (247)
Mom poured a line of maple syrup on the clean snow, and Marina rolled it (262)
up around the end of a popsicle stick. Sweet, chewy, maple taffy! (274)
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Blackberry Picking

    Let's go down to the creek to pick wild blackberries! I know a place (14)
where they grow up on the bank. You take a bucket, and I'll grab a basket. (30)
    Let's run past the tall, blond, waving wild oats and the silky orange (43)
poppies. We'll go down the path lined with wildflowers and watch out for (56)
thorns. (57)
    Can you see the creek running dark in the shadows and golden in the (71)
light? Come with me between the trunks of the lazy willow trees that dip (85)
their long green and silver leaves into the creek. Step with me into the (99)
laughing water. It's cold on our toes! Watch the slippery minnows swim (111)
silently over the pebbles. See the water striders, those bugs whose thin - as - (124)
thread legs skate over the water's surface. A dragonfly stops in midair and its (138)
shiny eyes flash in the sun. (144)
    Here's my secret place. The blackberries are twice as tall as we are, (157)
and grow in a giant tangle. Reach in carefully! Don't let them scratch you! (171)
Even the backs of the leaves are covered in fierce thorns that will hook into (186)
your tee shirt and snag your hair. Don't take the immature green ones, and (200)
don't take the hard, sour red ones. Leave the pretty, pale, pink, five - petalled (214)
blossoms so we'll have berries next week. Take only the heavy, fat, warm, (227)
juicy, sweet black ones. One for your bucket, one for your mouth, one for (241)
my basket, and one for my mouth. We'll pick until our bellies and containers (255)
are full, and then we'll run home and make a pie! (266)
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
