If necessary, after 30 seconds say Put your pencil down. As soon as all students have their pencils down,
say Good job.

When you come to a box, read all the words in the box and circle the word that makes the
most sense in the passage. You will stop when you come to a stop sign or | say Stop. Ready? Begin.

At the end of 3 minutes, stop the timer and say Stop. Put your pencils down.
